They were the
original inhabitants of the Konkan. They speakKokni-an Indo-
Aryan language at home and Marathi with others.They are
concentrated in Nasik, Thane and Dhule. In Gujarat, their
major concentration is in Valsad and Dang districts. In Dadra
and Nagar Haveli, the Kokna are distributed in 60 villages. In
recreating the history of Konkani, very little attention has been
paid to these original inhabitants of the Konkan, their tribal
lexicography and Kokni sociolinguistics. It is possible that
their ancestors were the first settlers of the Konkan and most
probably the seeds of the modern Konkani language are

hidden in their ancient speech.” *
